	Content of Lesson:
Lesson Introduction:
· The teacher will begin the lesson by showing the children the model exploration ship. We will discuss the materials ships were made out of long ago. The teacher will ask the children if they can remember the names of the three ships Christopher Columbus owned.
· The teacher will tell the children that they will be designing and making their own ships today.


Lesson Development:

· The teacher will show the children various pictures of boats to stimulate their imaginations.
· The teacher will provide the children with their materials. Each child will have a variety of materials at their disposal.
· The less artistically inclined children may follow a template if they wish but the teacher will encourage the children to design their own ships.
· The teacher will ask the children why we need to include a sail on the ship, and a stern.
· The teacher will encourage the children to take cognizance of the materials they decide to use.
· The teacher will circulate the room aiding and assisting where necessary.
· The teacher will assist junior and senior infants with choosing the materials and deciding which boat to make.
· The teacher will ask the children if they have included all parts of the ship- the deck, bow, cabin etc. 

Lesson Conclusion:
· The teacher will assign the ‘tidy up’ jobs to the children.
· The teacher will call circle time. The children will bring their boats to the front of the room. They will take turns describing and presenting their boats to their classmates.

	Content of Lesson:
Lesson Introduction:
· The teacher will explain to the children that we are going to learn about old and new boats today.
· The teacher will have a range of model ships and boats displayed on a table. The teacher will ask the children to name the types of boats they know.  She will list the boats on the whiteboard. She will explain that people have been travelling by boat for a very long time.


Lesson Development:
· The teacher will explain that boats have not always been modern. She will explain that they have changed a lot over the years. The teacher will show the children a photo of an old boat and a new boat. 
· The teacher will show the children photos of a canoe, a Viking longship, a Galleon, a paddle streamer, an ocean liner, a fishing boat and a currach.
· We will talk about each of the boats. The children will describe the boats and the differences between them. 
· We will talk about how the boats have improved throughout the years- are they bigger/ safer/ stronger?
· The teacher will show the children a photo of her grandfather and father’s currachs. We will talk about the currach and whether it has changed.
· We will talk about the types of boats the fishermen in Ballyconneely have. 
· The teacher will then distribute laminated pictures of the boats to the children. They must then sequence the pictures in chronological order. 
· When the children have correctly sequenced the pictures, they will complete individual timelines of the boats.

Lesson Conclusion:
· The teacher will recap on the lesson through questioning and discussion.  
· The teacher will allow the children to come up one by one to examine the model boats.

Literacy: the children will develop literacy skills as they complete the procedural writing exercise of writing a recipe for making cookies.

	Content of Lesson:
Lesson Introduction:
· The teacher will introduce the lesson by asking the children if they can remember what we made last week in school. We made jelly and brown bread. We will talk about the procedure which took place, what did we do first/ next and last?
· The teacher will tell the children that we will be baking cookies today in school but first we must figure out how to write the recipe.

Lesson Development:
· The teacher will ask the children to brainstorm. In groups, they must try think of the ingredients we will need for the cookies.
· The children will engage in a think pair share exercise. They will report back to the class with the ingredients they have thought of. The teacher will write these ingredients on the board.
· The teacher will ask the children what she must do first.
· She will model the writing on the whiteboard.
· She will write up the steps the children volunteered. She will then read through the steps. She will ask the children if there is anything we have forgotten.
· The teacher will then hand out the task sheets containing the sections ‘first, then, next’. Once they have completed their writing, we will begin making the cookies.
· The teacher will ask the children to come up and complete a step each in making the cookies.

Lesson Conclusion:
· We will put the cookies in the oven. We will check our procedural writing pieces to ensure we have all the steps involved written down.
· We will then eat the cookies. The teacher will engage in an oral language discussion with the children, i.e. what would you do differently, how do they taste? Did we add enough chocolate?

	Differentiated Learning Objectives: 
         1. All children will be enabled to take part in an improvisational drama based on life on board a sail ship. All children will be enabled to enter fully into the imaginary world. That all children will be enabled to explore historical contexts through improvisational drama.

                     2. Most children will be enabled to engage in a hot seating exercise based on Tom Crean and how he felt when he wasn’t chosen for the expedition. 
                     3. Some children will be enabled to discuss what we will need to bring with us, and where we will go on our exploring voyage. Most children will be enabled to mime the explorers moving from one country to another.

	Assessment:
Teacher observation:
The teacher will use the assessment method of teacher observation throughout the lesson. The teacher will observe the children as they take part in the fictional world of drama. The teacher will observe as they engage in hot seating and improvisation. The teacher will observe their ability to show empathy for the character of Tom Crean. The teacher will record her observations in the assessment journal.

Oral Language: the children will describe how they think Tom Crean may have felt during his journey, through questioning at the end of the lesson.



	Content of Lesson:
Lesson Introduction:
The teacher will facilitate a recap of the story of Tom Crean with the children asking them about the most important moments in the story by asking questions and discussing the action with the children.



Lesson Development:
The teacher will tell the children that they are going to use a tableau technique – freeze frame a scene from the story. The teacher will have scenes from the story chosen representing the key characters and the children will freeze the action.
Scenes:
· When Scott selected four men to go with him and try to reach the South Pole before Amundsen and left Tom Crean and two other men behind.
· When Tom Crean left his two crew members in a tent and walked on alone to get help.
· When Tom Crean returned with help to rescues his two comrades.
· When Scott and his team noticed the sledge marks in the snow.
· As the children are acting out their scenes for the rest of the class the teacher will tell them to freeze the action. The class can step into the scene looking at how characters are reacting to each other and how they might be feeling. The teacher will then touch a child acting the scene on the shoulder and the child must say what’s on his/her mind at that moment in their drama.
· The teacher will talk to the children about the difficult choice Tom Crean had to make when he had to abandon his sick friends and walk on alone to try and find help. The teacher will discuss with the children what could have been going through his head as he made his decision. The teacher will get the class to form two lines facing each other. One person will take the role of Tom Crean and will walk between the lines as each member of the group give him advice. One side will tell Tom that he cannot abandon his friends and the other will urge him to walk on to safety and help alone. When the person reaches the end of the alley, he/she will make a decision based on the advice he was given.





Lesson Conclusion:
To conclude the lesson the teacher will ask some questions again about Tom Crean’s story and asking them if they would have liked to meet Tom in real life.

	Language / Literacy Opportunities:

Literacy: The children will develop literacy skills through the completion of the investigation sheet they will complete based on the floating and sinking investigation.
Oral language: the children will develop oral language skills as they talk about the objects which they think will float and sink. 	

	Content of Lesson:
Lesson Introduction:
· The teacher will tell the children that today we will be learning about floating and sinking.
· The teacher will introduce the lesson by showing the children a video of floating and sinking objects.
· The teacher will ask the children to look at the whiteboard where she will have the investigation sheet displayed.
· We will talk about what we need water for.
· The teacher will ask if any of the children can explain what the difference is between items that float and items that sink. As a group, they will make a list of objects that they can think of that they know float or sink. Next to this list then right down what materials this objects are made of.
· The teacher will explain that it is very important for us to know whether things float or sink to make sure people are safe when they are on the water – including the materials we choose to make boats and lifejackets.


· We will talk about exploration ships and what they are made out of. 

Lesson Development:
· The teacher will use questioning to stimulate the brainstorming session. We will talk about what we need water for.
· We will talk about the words we are learning- floating and sinking.
· The teacher will show the children each of the objects they will be investigating. The teacher will hold up the objects.
· She will ask the children to raise their hands if they think it will float/ sink.
· The teacher will hand out the investigation sheets. The children will complete the first part. They will place a tick beside sink/ float beside each object.
· Each child will have a basin of water, and two bowls each, one labelled ‘float’ and one labelled ‘sink’.
· The teacher will hold up each object to show the children what to test. They will all check the objects at the same times in their separate bowls. If it sinks, they place it in the sinking bowl, if it floats, they will place it in the floating bowl.
· The children will call out to the teacher whether the items sink or float. They will then complete the remainder of their investigation sheet.
· We will talk about why certain objects floated or sank.
· The teacher will then explain to the children how changing the shape of an object may help it to float, e.g. play dough in a cube will sink, but when in a boat shape it will float. 
· The teacher will give each child a piece of play dough. They must try to make a shape which will float. 

Lesson Conclusion:
· The teacher will engage in a recap session with the children. We will talk about the objects which sank and the objects which floated.
· We will talk about the shapes which floated the play dough.
· The teacher will give the children their tidying up jobs to complete.

	Content of Lesson:
Lesson Introduction:
The teacher will play the song ‘I Remember’ for the class and ask the children to sing along. Now group by group, ask the children to stand up and make a circle around the class. Explain to the class that we are going to listen to a story of Jesus and his friends and then that we will be discussing the story afterwards so I need everyone to listen carefully. I will have a class discussion with the class on their memories of sharing something with a friend. After this discussion I will begin the story?


Lesson Development:

When the whole class are sitting quietly in their seats I will read the story ‘Jesus Visits Three Special Friends’. After the story is read, I will discuss the story with the whole class. · She will tell the children to take turns. The children will work on their estimates while waiting for their turn with the balance. 
· While 1st class are working on this task, the teacher will introduce 2nd class to the kilogram.
· She will show them a packet of sugar which is one kilogram. She will show them a tub of butter which is one kilogram but a different size. She will ask which is heavier or are they the same?
· She will encourage the children to measure using the balance. 
· The children will then complete a table where they find objects in the classroom which they perceive to be heavier or lighter than a kilogram. They will complete their table and then weigh the objects on the balance.
· Lesson Conclusion:
· The teacher will recap on the lesson using the vocabulary learned today, heavier, heavy, heaviest, light, lighter and lightest, equal.

· The teacher will introduce the lesson by informing the children that we will be learning about marine explorers this week.
· The teacher will activate the children’s prior knowledge by asking what they already know about explorers.
· The teacher will show the children a soft toy sailor. We will pass him around the room. The children will use adjectives to describe how he feels about exploring. The teacher will model the task first by listing adjectives on the board for the children to use.
Lesson Development:
· The teacher will tell the children that we will be reading a story about a man called Christopher Columbus who was also an explorer. 
· The teacher will read the children a story based on the beginning of his journey, why he decided to go, what ship he used, what he brought with him, how the sailors felt etc.
· The teacher will use questioning at the end of the story to check the children’s comprehension of the story. She will ask the children to retell parts of the story.
· The teacher will then lead a discussion session based on the sailors and how they felt about leaving home. The teacher will use flashcards containing adjectives to show how the sailors felt.
· The teacher will model writing a diary entry on the whiteboard for 1st and 2nd class while the infants complete a task sheet.
· The teacher will ask the children in 1st and 2nd class to write a diary entry based on the sailors feelings about the voyage.
· The teacher will work with the infants while 1st and 2nd class are engaged in their task. 
· The teacher will use the IWB to listen to their reading after they have completed their task sheet.

Lesson Conclusion:
· The teacher will ask the children to clear their tables using the Tidy Table Competition.
· The teacher will ring the bell three times which signifies the need for silence.
· The teacher will ask each child to say how they think the sailors felt.

	Content of Lesson:
Lesson Introduction:
· The teacher will introduce the lesson by using a feely bag. The teacher will have a variety of objects of varying weights in the bag. The teacher will pick two children at a time to pick an object. They must each hold the object with their eyes closed, then swop objects and say which is heavier/lighter. This will be a whole class activity. 
· The teacher will use questioning such as why do you think it is heavier, how do you know?
· The teacher will introduce the balance which will be used in the lesson. The teacher will show the children how we use the balance.
Lesson Development:
· The teacher will have all the objects displayed on the table. She will ask the infants which is heavier/lighter.
· She will ask 1st and 2nd class which they would use to weigh the object in question- cubes, weights, or jenga blocks. 
· The teacher will hold up a planet maths book. She will ask each child to guess how many jenga blocks will equal the planet maths book.
· The teacher will let the children take turns coming up to measure using the balance.
· Junior and senior infants will take part in the weighing of the objects too. They will say which they think is heavier or lighter.
· The children will then complete a task sheet based on the items we weighed. 
Lesson Conclusion:
· The teacher will recap on the lesson using the vocabulary learned today, heavier, heavy, heaviest, light, lighter and lightest.
· The teacher will allow the children to play a game about weight on the interactive whiteboard to enforce the learning which took place today.
