Types of characters:
Main characters- the characters that the story centres 
around.
Minor characters- less important characters, who are 
involved in the story but don’t play a main role.
Protagonist: the main character 
Antagonist: the villain in the story.



Setting:
Where, and when the story 
takes place. 

The setting initiates the main 
backdrop and mood for a 
story.



Plot:
The events which create the story.
Somebody: Who is the story mostly about?
Wanted What did the main character want in this 
story?
But But what got in the way of the character achieving 
his/her desire?
So what did the character do to overcome this conflict?
Then Then what happened at the end of the story



Conflict:
The problem in the story.
Problems may include character 
V character, character V nature, 
character V society, character V 
self.



Resolution :
How the conflict is 
resolved at the end of 
the story.

The lesson in the story, what is it 
trying to teach us?
